This year we are working with students and staff to identify and implement ôEffective Learner 
Qualities.ô  Learner Qualities are those behaviours that enhance a studentôs ability to learn.   
These qualities can be seen as ólife skillsô and are essential skills for success at school and in 
everyday life.    
 
Student voice, agency and leadership will be central to the design and implementation of this 
process. We will be asking our students to identify these qualities and ways in which we can make 
them a meaningful component of all aspects of their learning.  Students will be given the 
opportunity to identify the behaviours that enhance their ability to learn. Focus groups involving 
students from Grades 4 ï 6 and our Student Action Team, will begin next term. 
The process aims to: 

¶ promote clearer and consistent expectations of learning for all teachers and students 

¶ create consistent language about learning in all learning environments across the school 

¶ share authorship and develop ownership of expectations with both teachers and students  

¶ help our students to be able to confidently talk about themselves as active, self-aware 

learners 

 

Students who have the opportunity to exercise voice, agency and leadership in designing, 
developing and assessing their own learning, have a greater chance of becoming resilient and 
independent learners.
