Rationale

The school uniform provides a sense of belonging, pride in the school and reduces peer groug
pressure with regard to clothing and jewellery. It enables identification of children, ensuring
practical and safe attire is worn whilst undertaking schdolies.

Expectations

Based on this rationale the expectations of this policy are:
9 To ensure that every child will abide by the dress code.
9 To ensure every child participates safely in school activities due to the practicality of the
school dress code.
1 To advise an expectation that parents will choose appropriate components of the school

uniform depending on the weather.
Implementation

Consistent with this expectation the policy shall be implemented according to the following
guidelines.

Fully enclosed, flat shoes must be worn by students at all times.
The ony jewellery to be worn is watches and stud earrings.
Religious chains or pendants may be worn but must not be visible.

Cultural or religious attire (for example: Sikh head wear) is an acceptable part of the c
code.

Collar length or longer hair must bied back with a safe hair accessory in school colour
Nail polish and makeip are deemed inappropriate.

Where there is a necompliance with the policy it will be up to the Principal and School
Council to determine appropriate action.
